 Having competence and conviction to attain academic excellence, the college reliably exhibits 

its prowess which is being reflected in university examinations and other platforms meant for 

students to explicate their multifarious talents. In 2019 Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur 

University’s Summer Examinations, students of different programmes came out with flying colours 

and brought laurels to the college. Miss Ankita K. Goplani in BCA, Miss Monika S. Kothe in M.Sc. 

(Botany), Mr. Nikhil L. Rahangdale in B.Voc. (Food Processing), Miss Pallavi C. Kawale in B.Voc. (Food 

Processing) and Miss. Maheshwari Ramkrushna in B. Voc. (Software Development) had made it to the 

University merit lists of Summer-2019 by securing 10th Merit, 7th Merit, 1st Merit, 3rd Merit and 2nd 

Merit in their respective programmes. Morever, Miss. Megha R. Agrawal was a proud receiprent of 

Manoharbhai Patel Gold Medal for scoring highest marks in B.Sc. in Summer 2019 in Bhandara and 

Gondia districts.

 Plethora of extracurricular and co-curricular activities for the all round development of the 

students through out the academic session were extensively organised by the college at macro level 

and by the departments at micro level. 1300 UG students got registered themselves under 

Government of India affiliated portal named "Intemshala" where more than 8000 recognised 

companies provide internship and scholarship to the registered students.

To mark the 

celebration of Science Day on 28 February 2020, a grand 'Science Exhibition' was organised in 

Chemistry Department and it was proved as the cynosure for the students who participated actively 
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and showcased their scientific temper and talents. 'Speak India' national level debate competition 

under the banner of 'Times of India' was organized on 5 August 2019 and students form various 

colleges participated where two students of the college made it to the final round. More importantly, 

Industrial visits, Study Tours, Seminars, Projects, Assignments and many extra-curricular activities in 

the departmental domains were widely arranged for the students across the academic session.

In the arena of sports, students left no stone unturned in making the college proud. Wushu (men), 

Taekwondo (Women) and Tug-of-War (men) team of the college secured 2nd, 1st and 3rd places 

respectively in the Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur University's Inter-Collegiate Tournaments.

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In spite of being the biggest democracy and increasingly aspirational society, our nation has 

been failed in attaining required goals and objectives even after more than seventy four 

years of independence. Education, as a sector, in general and higher education in particular 

happens to be the worst looser which faces an unenviable and tricky situation in terms of its 

subscription  and transformation. Our education system has been focusing on knowledge 

more application; on content, concept and context more than articulation and skillful  

presentation; on scoring eye-catching marks by rote knowledge more than integration of 

problem solving abilities; on pontification more than elicitation of innovative thoughts and 

ideas. Moreover, tending to search for perfection as scoring a ten on ten or doing the best 

that it could not be bettered spell the end of endervour, of dreams and of aspiration.

Cogitating on the issues consummately, rural colleges of a particular district or region may 

be clubbed with the very purpose that they have to run certain programmes, courses and 

even subjects in a composite and concrete manner which would be very conducive to the 

culture, society, geographical condition, economy and polity of the region. For example, 

subject of humanities and arts like History, Economy, Political Science, Geography, 

Literature, and Culture etc. may be studied in the context of the local situation. To be more 

specific, every village or region has its own history which is obviously rich in itself but it has 

not been neither recorded formally nor recorded pinpointedly till date. The same history is 

available in oral form only or it may be named as human communication wherein the 

materials have been received, preserved and transmitted orally from one generation to 

another through speech or song that may include folktales, ballads, chants, prose or verses. 

In fact, rural colleges admit local students only since it has been a trend in our country that 

urban students never show their inclination to pursue higher education in rural college but it 

is exactly the other way round in case of rural students. So, the local students having been 

born and brought up the very ambience can be engaged for researching local history if they 

opt history as one of their subject at UG or PG  level. Consequently, the subject as well as the 

programme steers to be practically research oriented what is lagging in the subjects of 

humanities in today's scenario and it would certainly enrich our libraries with new finding 

and bring new depth to our historical and archeological perception.

The same sort of recipe may be applied to economics, geography, literature, culture as other 

subjects of humanities by which the study would be not only interesting but also 

application-oriented. Moreover, students of rural colleges should be imparted vocational 

training and offered UG and UG degrees, not in subjects but in trades and skills, like farming, , 

husbandry, carpentry, pottery, masonry, blacksmithing, artisanship, cordwainery and other 

traditional hereditary profession. Since, students of rural colleges belongs to villages, they 

are undeniably affiliated and associated with certain hereditary profession and they would 

have learn most of the intricacies of the profession with an indispensable inclination by the 

time they reach at the level of higher education. Hence, intense and skillful training at UG 

and PG level would make them more proficient and create a solid platform for their self-

employment.

 Exploring Limitless Potentials of Rural Colleges
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Needless to say, rural colleges are facing end number of problems and challenges, and to 

mention a few, they include lack of adequate and updated infrastructure, dearth of efficient 

faculties, high cost of education, migration of cream students from rural to urban areas, low 

access to higher education of rural population, high level of dropouts, paucity of vocational 

and skill-oriented courses and so on. Most importantly, a largescale disparity is rampantly 

evident between rural and urban colleges though the UGC as well as NAAC has spelled 

parallel parameter of assessment for both type of colleges. It is out of imposition that rural 

colleges are compelled to compete with urban colleges without having any significance and 

usefulness. In spite of many complaints and admonition NAAC pays a deaf ear on the 

pretext of Government's plans and policies of higher education and finally, they settle 

themselves with the abstractions of being thrust in a bone of contention.

Still and all, rural colleges should imbibe a proverbial principle: a journey of thousand miles 

begins with one step. That is they have to think something new and do something new 

instead of grumbling their annoyance against the indifference and inertia of Governments, 

or beating chest for being situated in rural area, for being deprived of keeping pace with the 

contemporary advancements, for being devoid of students and teachers of high caliber, for 

being shoved into a hapless and sapless state and for having infinite deficiencies. This sorts 

of unwarranted apprehensions and comprehensions would not deliver any solace or 

solution to their seemingly and indefinitely unresolved problems.

Ascertaining the present condition of rural colleges, two important points can be inferred: 

they have to continue their functioning by braving the apathetic attitude of the governments 

and other one is they have to run their courses by admitting local mediocre and average 

students barring a few. If this is the persisting condition that they have to agreeably perdure 

with, then thay should focus on offering traditional skill-oriented programmes in place of 

subject-oriented once. In this way, they can expose and explore the innate skill or knowledge 

of the rural students. Consequently, the students would be conferred with degrees like 

Bachelor of Farming or Mater of Farming, Bachelor of Pottery or Master of Pottery and so on 

at par with the present degrees. So, the rural colleges should come out with these soluble 

proposals as conducive to their local conditions and request the respective universities as 

well as UGC  to permit them to do so. On the other hand the UGC or the concerning 

authorities will accept and acquiesce easily to these proposals sensing that these ventures 

don not induce heavy financial burdens on them. Moreover, frankly speaking, the 

expenditures incurred on higher education are mostly considered as unproductive till date 

in our country. This unscrupulous public consideration can be challenged and conquered if 

the rural colleges thrive in implementing these innovative ventures not only for the purpose  

of conferring degrees but also for enhancing and intensifying the employability of rural 

youth.
